1. These regulations shall be known as Pune Metropolitan Region

Development ( Allowances to Members ) Regulations 2016

2. Under the regulations ,

A ) “ Ordinance “ means Government of Maharashtra Urban Development
Department Ordinance no 11 dated 13t of June 2016.

B ) “ Notification “ means Government of Maharashtra Urban Development
Department issued Notification on date 11t July 2016.

C ) “ Authority “ means Pune Metropolitan Regional Development Authority
constituted vide this notification.

D ) “ Official Member “ means Minister of State or State Government or
Central Government or Local Authority or Government Company or
servants of Government Company or of any Government Undertaking
established under any of the prevailing laws.

E ) “ Non Official Member “ means a member who is not a Government
Member

F ) “ Accepting “ means accepting amount from the authority.

G ) “ Functional Board “ means one or more functional boards constituted

vide section 9 of this ordinance

3. Every non Official number shall accept amount for remaining present for
the meetings of the Authority / Executive Committee / Functional Board
committees established as per the provisions of the ordinance .

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4. Every Official member and special or permanent invitee shall attend the
meetings of the Authority / Executive Committee or such other committees
of the Authority constituted as per the provisions of the ordinance. They
shall be eligible to draw travelling allowance and daily allowance as per the

rules of the establishment where they are posted.

5. A meeting allowance amounting to Rs 500 per day shall be admissible
to the non official member remaining present for the meetings of the Pune
Metropolitan Regional Development Authority | Executive Committees /
committees constituted as per the provisions in this ordinance or any other
reasons. Similarly travelling allowance stipulated vide Finance Department
Government Resolution no S S U 10.10 / case no 96 / 10 S U dated 13%
March 2012 shall be admissible. The Government Resolutions issued by
the Finance Department with respect to travelling allowance or meeting
allowance shall be applicable to the all the meetings of the Pune

Metropolitan Regional Development Authority.

1. All the amounts received by or accepted on behalf of the Authority shall
be deposited in the Bank. Similarly all the payments to be paid by the
Authority shall be effected through cheque or electronic media such as RT

G S, N E F T etc. However pay, labour charges and allowances ( inclusive

of travel allowance ) and other personal demands not exceeding Rs 1000 /-
can be paid by cash.

2. The Metropolitan Commissioner and the Financial Adviser and Controller
shall be jointly authorized to open new accounts as deemed necessary.
The Banks are hereby authorized to honor the promissory notes issued,
prepared, accepted or drawn jointly by the Metropolitan Commissioner and
the Financial Adviser and Controller for and on behalf of the Pune
Metropolitan Authority and to take action on the instructions issued in this
manner in respect of the accounts irrespective of whether overdrawn or

otherwise or instructions related to the financial transactions of the

Authority.

3. ( 1) The cheques drawn on the bank account of the Authority shall be
signed by the Chief Accounts and Finance Officer .

3 ( 2 ) The Metropolitan Commissioner can modify the arrangement
mentioned at aforesaid number ( 1) and jointly designate any one or more

officials other than those mentioned in aforesaid number (1) .

4. The Metropolitan Commissioner and the Financial Adviser and Controller
should stipulate the amounts which are not required to be paid immediately

and to maintain them in a fixed deposit for a period decided by them from

time to time.

In exercise of the authority granted vide section 48 of the Pune
Metropolitan Regional Development Authority Ordinance 2016 , the Pune
Metropolitan Regional Development Authority has drafted the following
regulations

1. Short title and commencement :

The said regulations shall be known as Pune Metropolitan Regional
Development Authority ( Financial ) Regulations 2016 .

The said regulations shall come into force with immediate effect.

Unless reference to the contrary,

A ) “ Notification “ means Government of Maharashtra Urban Development
Department issued Notification on date 11t July 2016.

B ) “ Authority “ means Pune Metropolitan Regional Development Authority
constituted vide this notification on date 11th July 2016.

C ) “ Bank “ means one or more banks mentioned in section 20 of the
Ordinance.

D) “ Financial Adviser and Controller “ means Financial Adviser and
Controller / Assistant Director / Accounts Officer or equivalent officer of the
Authority.

E ) “ Competent Authority “ in connection with incurring the expenditure and
specific duties means any authority to whom authority is or will be

delegated vide Pune Metropolitan Regional Development Authority (

delegating the authority to incur such expenditure or perform such duties.

F ) “Executive Committee “ means Committee constituted vide rule 7 (1)

G ). ‘“Financial Adviser and Controller “ means Chief Accounts and

Finance Officer of the Authority as mentioned in section 7 (1) (10) of this

ordinance.
H ) “ Functional Board “ means one or more functional boards constituted

vide section 9 of this ordinance
| ) “ Metropolitan Commissioner “ means Metropolitan Commissioner

appointed by the State Government vide section 12 ( 1) of the ordinance

2. Interpretation of Authority:
If any question with respect to the interpretation of any chapter of the

regulations arises, the Executive Committee / Standing Committee shall

deal with the same and their decisions shall be deemed to be final and

binding.

3. The Metropolitan Commissioner should effect a secure and efficient

system to record the amounts received and paid by the authority and the

loans payable by and to the Authority

4. Financial Report :

The Financial Adviser and Controller should provide reports on financial
transactions of the Authority as required by the Authority, statutory
committees and functional boards from time to time. However quarterly
report of the previous quarter in any matter should be submitted to the
Executive Committee before the expiry of one month after the end of the
previous quarter. The aforesaid report should include the following
statements

A. Income and expenditure of the quarter.

B. Source and Regulation of the funds during the quarter.

5. No expenditure should be incurred or reduction in income approved vide
the annual budget or supplementary special financial provisions approving
the interchange report should be authorized without the approval of the
Special Authority through the competent authority .

6. Control on Amounts :

The Metropolitan Commissioner and the Financial Adviser and Controller
shall open bank accounts in the name of the Authority in the Banks
mentioned in the ordinance as per requirement. The said account shall be
operated jointly by the Metropolitan Commissioner and the Financial

Adviser and Controller or any officer authorized in this behalf.
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7 All the amounts received at the head quarters of the authority shall be

deposited in the appropriate bank account intact on the immediately

succeeding transaction day.

8 All the amount deposited in various bank accounts of the authority
mentioned in section 20 ( 2 ) should be transferred in the principal bank
account of the authority before the last day of the concerned month.

9. The bank accounts of the authority shall be operated with the signatures
of the officials authorized by the Metropolitan Commissioner in this behalf.
10. All the amount in excess of immediate and short term requirements of
the authority should be maintained in the deposit accounts of the banking
professionals. Any transaction of transferring the aforesaid amounts to and
from such deposit accounts should occur as per the joint instructions of the

Metropolitan Commissioner and the Financial Adviser and Controller.

11. Proforma and time of submission of the budget.

The Financial Adviser and Controller shall prepare the budget projections
of the Pune Metropolitan Regional Development Authority.

The Financial Budget for the succeeding financial year should be submitted
to the authority on or before the date 31st of March of the preceding
financial year, for their approval.

12. Accounts : |

A ) All the accounts records of the authority and its officials shall be subject
to approval and control of the Financial Adviser and Controller.

B ) Double Entry System of Accounting shall be adopted for recording all
the financial transactions of the said accounts.
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C ) The accounts will be recorded on accrual basis wherein the financial
transaction will be recorded in the accounts as and when they are effected.
D ) Annual provisions will be effected for depreciation in the accounts and
such provisions shall be credited to the account from which expenditure
has been incurred. Annual provisions for every functional immovable asset
shall be based on the rate stipulated by the authority.

E ) The Financial Adviser and Controller should submit the annual accounts
of the previous financial year immediately after its closure but prior to date
30t of June of the succeeding financial year and mention the following
therein

( One ) Original Budget

( Two ) Any supplementary Budget.

( Three ) Expenditure incurred and amounts recovered less and in excess
under each principal head of the budget.

( four ) To make revised resources and funds applicable for the preceding
financial year and predict the cash flow for every quarter of the current
financial year.

( Five ) Balance sheet for the preceding financial year and balance sheet
projections for the current financial year as on date 31t of March.

(Six ) The Commissioner shall internally classify the amounts under every

principal head of account of the budget into Revenue and Capital category

13. Any officer entrusted with the financial transactions of any department /
section or branch of the authority should immediately appraise the
Metropolitan Commissioner and the Financial Adviser with respect to any

situation indicating possibility of any obstacle due to irregularity in the
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financial matter of the authority or its properties or cash amounts, stores or

stocks of goods of the authority.

14. Order for work or material

A ) Orders for any work or material

No orders for purchase of material and providing services should be
issued unless the expenditure to be incurred for the same is provided for
through the approved annual budget or special financial provisions in the
supplementary budget.

B ) The concerned department heads shall be responsible for the orders
issued by their respective departments.

C ) The office order should clearly mention the nature and quantity of the
work or service to be procured and any concerned agreement or agreed

prices for the same.

15. Awarding contracts on accounts and final accounts

A ) All the contracts awarded by the authority shall be issued with
appropriate regard for the contract process and shall be subject to the
regulations of the authority.

B ) All the information and account with respect to the contracts , consent
letters, endorsements and the payments of amounts accepted by the
authority shall be immediately communicated to the Resources
Management i. e. Accounts and Finance Department.

C ) The amount payable to the contractor with respect to the contract shall
be authorized on the basis of certificate signed by the competent authority

indicating / mentioning the aggregate amount of the agreement, value of
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the work till a specific date, undisbursed amount till a specific date, amount

paid till a specific date and mentioning the amount certified.

16. Payment of invoice :

A ) The official issuing the order shall be responsible for the examination,
verification and quantity of the invoice and the certificate issued him shall
include the following items

( One ) Material has been received which has been examined and
approved with respect to quantity and quality or the work has been
performed satisfactorily and orders have been complied with.

( Two ) Expenditure incurred is within the estimated limit or is included vide
the special financial provision , which is as per the financial regulation of
the Authority

( Three ) Prices, Accounts and distribution are proper.

( Four ) The said bill has not been certified earlier for payment.

( Five ) Wherever required appropriate entries have been recorded in the
index of materials and store records.

B ) The bill for payment should be forwarded to the Financial Adviser and
Controller i.e. Finance and Accounts Department for Pre — Audit.

C ) The Finance and Accounts Department shall examine the bill forwarded
to them for payment as deemed fit and seek reasonable information or
explanation from the concerned head of department

D ) The Competent Authority in the Finance and Accounts Department
shall offer his appropriate opinion after pre auditing the bill.

E ) The Competent Authority shall certify the bill submitted for payment

after its pre audit and thereafter the said bill shall be forwarded to the
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-Financial Adviser and Controller in writing along with all the required
documents and approval of the competent authority , wherever required.

( F) In matters where separate regulations for payment by the Authority do
not exist, the concerned policy and rules of the Government of
Maharashtra, as the case may be , for the concerned payment shall be

utilized.

17. Recovery of Income :

A ) The Competent Authority should verify the work done , details of
material / articles supplied or services provided to the authority and the
amounts received by the authority and provide the details of accrued
amounts to the Financial Adviser and Controller, wherever required.

B ) The Financial Adviser and Controller shall arrange all the receipts,
sample tickets and similar documents and all the stocks shall be tinder his

control.

18. Banking Arrangements
A ) The Metropolitan Commissioner and Financial Adviser and Controller
shall make all the arrangements with respect to bank accounts and issue of

cheques concerned with the banking arrangements.

19. Pay and Approval :

A ) The Competent Authority should communicate the Financial Adviser
and Controller with respect to appointments, dismissal, resignations,
annual leaves, transfers , absence from work and honarorium ( other than

ordinary increments ) at the earliest.
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B ) The concerned Competent Authority should communicate all the
information required for maintaining the records of income tax and other
liabilities to the Financial Adviser and Controller.

C ) The Competent Authority should consult the Financial Adviser and
Controller while making the pay scales applicable and such other matters,
as required.

D ) All the pay, pension , compensation or other emoluments payable to the
employees or former employees shall be under the control of the

Resources Manager.

20. Store Houses :

The Head of Department designated by the Metropolitan Commissioner
shall be responsible for the custody and supervision of the store houses

A ) The entire records of the store houses shall be maintained in a format
to seek and obtain the approval of the Financial Adviser and Controller.

B) The Financial Adviser and Controller shall be authorized to inspect the
store houses and to seek information with respect to the accounting, value
and financial records of the same

C ) Writing off the discrepancies or adjustment for excessive
implementation shall be subject to the Regulations of the Pune
Metropolitan Regional Development Authority in this regard.

21. Internal and External Audit

A ) Any auditor designated by the Financial Adviser and Controller as well

as the State Government shall have the authority to examine the financial
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records , bank accounts and other documents of the authority to the extent
deemed appropriate.

B) Any auditor designated by the Financial Adviser and Controller as well
as the State Government shall have the authority to pay visit to all the
establishments and functional locations of the authority.

C ) Any auditor designated by the Financial Adviser and Controller as well
as the State Government shall have the authority to seek clarification to
satisfy himself about the accuracy of any matter under his consideration.
Wherever the Financial Adviser and Controller is incompetent to seek such
clarifications, he should submit the factual report of the same to the
Metropolitan Commissioner and the Executive Committee.
